Janine Devereaux is currently Head Librarian (Biological and Physical Sciences) at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) Coastal Services Center in Charleston, SC.  In addition to performing normal library duties and overseeing the library functions of a contractor library staff, she serves as a primary researcher for the Center and specializes in providing comprehensive bound information packages in which she synthesizes, analyzes, and evaluates the available material.  
Before beginning her library career, Janine served for seven years as a Weather Specialist flight crew member with the Air Force Hurricane Hunters where she made over 50 flights into named hurricanes.  In 1986 she accepted her first professional library position as the Base Librarian at the Lajes Air Base library on the island of Terciera, Azores Islands, Portugal.  While supervising a combined Portuguese and American staff, she supported all the recreation, higher education, and professional Air Force mission information needs for the base.  She initiated a library outreach program to the base hospital using specially bound and covered paperback best sellers which were sanitized between checkouts to prevent disease transfer.  She was also selected as the Federal Civilian Woman of the Year for Lajes Air Base.  Between 1989 and 1996 she served as the Base Librarian at Rhein Main AB in Frankfurt, Germany and then at Charleston AFB in Charleston, SC.  While in Germany, she was recognized at both the base and command levels for a number of initiatives including establishing a library at “Tent City” during Desert Storm and designing and implementing a reshipment program of over 25,000 books and magazines to troops in Saudia Arabia.   At Charleston AFB she planned and campaigned for a library renovation as a “self-help” project when told no funds were available.  By generating support among base personnel for the project, she was able to completely upgrade the old library facility (including the installation of 57 data ports) using only base personnel volunteers from over 60% of the base squadrons.  While at Charleston AFB she received the award for having the best library program in the Air Force.  Prior to joining NOAA in 1998, Janine served as the Supervisory Librarian at the Air Force Information Warfare Center (AFIWC) Branch Research Library in San Antonio, TX.  She provided both classified and non-classified (open source) reference services and operational support to AFIWC, HQ Air Intelligence Agency, and other Department of Defense intelligence organizations.  
During her career Janine has been a contributing member in professional associations such as ALA, SLA, Air Force Librarians Round Table, Federal Librarians Round Table, SAIL, IAMSLIC, National Notary Association, and Business and Professional Women.  She has served as the Southern Regional Director for the  South Carolina Special Library Association.  She received her B.S. and M.L.S. from the University of Southern Mississippi.
